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B Original Yamaha
Waveguide Horn Design

The wavefront initially generated at
the high-frequency driver’s diaphragm
is planar (flat). Ideally this should be
converted to a natural spherical
wavefront before being introduced
into the listening area — and this is
precisely where Yamaha’s Waveguide
Horn technology excels. The spherical
waveguide horn design employed in
the S15 and S55 produces a virtually
ideal spherical wavefront by minimiz-
ing constrictions in the throat area as
well as discontinuities in the walls of

the horn itself.

The Horn is perfectly circular, with a
smooth, precisely formed curve from
throat to lip. Since all equivalent dis-
tances from the throat to the horn’s lip
are equal, reflections and interference
are minimized for extraordinarily natu-
ral, distortion-free sound with uniform
dispersion at all frequencies.

B High-performance Drivers

The low- and high-frequency drivers
employed in the S15 and S55 have
both been painstakingly designed to
provide the optimum balance of pre-
cise reproduction and high power han-
dling capacity. The cone woofers, for
example, feature extra-long voice coils
and large magnets in a precision-de-
signed magnetic circuit that allows ex-
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tended cone excursion without a trace
of breakup or distortion. The tweeters
also have large high-flux-density mag-
netic circuits and titanium domes for
instantaneous response to even the
most fleeting transients — thus the
tweeters’ ability to reproduce signals
accurately to an impressive 40 kHz.
The tweeter additionally features an
automatic-reset power protection cir-
cuit which blocks power to the tweeter
in case of overload from feedback or
amplifier oscillation.

B Rugged Acoustically-
designed Enclosures

The performance of a speaker’s com-
ponents is critical, but what you put
them in can also make a big difference.
The S15 and S55 enclosures are
trapezoidal bass-reflex types con-
structed of state-of-the-art materials
for minimum resonance, rich bass re-
production, and extended durability.
The S55 enclosure additionally fea-
tures full magnetic shielding, so it can
be used in close proximity to TV sets
or video monitors without distorting
the picture or damaging the picture
tube.

B A Range of Mounting
Options

Whether you want to mount the S15
or S55 on a wall, ceiling, or stand,
there’s a mounting option that will do
the job. Free-angle wall- and ceiling-
mount brackets let you set the speaker
at any angle for optimum sound and
coverage. There’s also a bracket for
stand mounting that makes it easy to
position the speakers anywhere at the
optimum height. All these options
mean that temporary or permanent in-
stallation can be carried out quickly
and easily in any environment.
